Everyone who is

a member of the American Women’s Club is 

automatically a member of FAWCO, an international 

network of over 70 independent clubs and associations 

with a combined membership of nearly 18,000 in 35 

countries worldwide stretching from Norway to Kenya, 

and from Antigua and Barbuda to Australia. 

FAWCO serves as a support network for American

women living and working abroad and is active in the

fields of U.S. citizens’ concerns, education, 

environmental protection, and women’ s and children’ s

rights. FAWCO is a not-for-profit corporation, a 

UN-accredited non governmental organization (NGO) 

with special consultative status to ECOSOC, and a 

Founding Member of the World Federation of 

Americans Abroad (WFAA).

Today the issues that led to the creation of FAWCO continue to be addressed through 

voter registration drives worldwide; dissemination of information on education, US 

citizenship, living and working abroad; support for literacy and training programs for 

women and children in Third World countries; and environmental protection projects.

In 1967, the Federation of American Women’s Clubs Overseas established a foundation

to carry on FAWCO’s long tradition of donating to relief organizations, as well as 

providing educational support to members and their families.  The Foundation’s sole 

purpose is to put into action the Federation of American Women’s Clubs Overseas’ 

stated interest in the global community by specifically aiding charitable, scientific and

educational programs and supporting the rights of women and children throughout the

world.
